These maps look a little complicated but they are easier to understand if you see that they only show the territory held by three countries, England, France and Spain.  So what happened to the holdings of each one between 1754 and 1763? Who were the big winners of land and who were the big losers?

















Now think carefully about the big winners.  After 1763, they own lots more land.  Is it a 100% good thing?  Is it a good thing with some problems, or is it a disaster for those countries?  Which one is it and more importantly, why? (Help Desk:  Think about people who are rich and have lot’s of expensive stuff.  Also, think about the “big losers” in the above maps.
